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Statement re: Educational Grants

Educational grants are to cover meetings and other educational initiatives, to promote the improvement of obesity management by dietitians

Meetings

A principle of DOM UK is to offer educational national and regional meetings, whenever possible at reduced rates, in order to make them as accessible as possible to all dietitians.

In order to support these initiatives, DOM UK is grateful to a number of companies who generously provide educational grants to DOM UK on an annual or occasional basis. These donations are accepted with a mutual understanding by the donor and DOM UK of the following principles:

1. All donations to DOM UK will be openly declared by the DOM UK chair at meetings, on our website and in conference materials.

2. Donations will not be linked to a specific speaker, conference, or other initiative, but will be administered at the sole discretion of the committee.

3. The topic and selection of speakers for DOM UK meetings is at the sole discretion of the committee.

4. DOM UK will not operate with any company on an exclusive basis.

5. Companies shall not use their donation to DOM UK in promotional or other materials as a mark of support for their products or services.

6. It is at DOM UK’s discretion to invite supporters to attend lectures.

7. Promotional stands should be outside the meeting room. 

Aims of DOM UK

To promote the role of dietitians in the prevention and management of obesity, both within and beyond The British Dietetic Association.

Training

To develop and provide post-registration training in obesity management and to influence current dietetic practice.

Networking and communication

To develop and foster a network of people interested in obesity management within the dietetic profession, namely members of The British Dietetic Association. To communicate with other obesity agencies, for example, the Association for the Study of Obesity, National Obesity Forum, enabling transfer of  information from and to DOM UK and its members. 
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
